Plant out biennials, e.g. wallflowers, Sweet Williams and foxgloves.
Prepared hyacinth bulbs can be planted now for flowers at Christmas.
Continue deadheading tender perennials to extend the flower display but
be prepared to lift them before the first frosts. Gather leaves from roses
with blackspot or mildew to stop spores spreading. Sow hardy annuals for
flowering next year. Add winter pansies to pots for fresh splashes of colour.
Plant out spring cabbages, garlic and autumn (Japanese) onion sets.
Establish new strawberry plants while the soil is warm. Cut down fruited
summer raspberry canes to ground level. Net ponds in preparation for leaf

fall.
